The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Korea presents its compliments
to all the Diplomatic Missions and International Organizations accredited to the Republic of
Korea (hercinafter referred to as “Missions”) and, with reterence to the Ministry's Note
No. 1545 dated 7 January 2021, has the honor to inform the Missions of the changes in
the Re-entry Permit System effective from 8 January 2021,

In order 10 prevent further inflow of COVID-19 and its variants, registered foreign
nationals. who have departed from the Republic of Korea with a Re-entry Permit issued
before 8 January 2021, including those exempted from medical examination, will also be
required to present a negative COVID-19 PCR test centificate in order to be permitied to
re-enter the Republic of Korea as of 00:00 hours 8 January 2021,

Although holders of Al (diplomatic), A2 (official), A3 (treaties) and F4 (overseas
Koreans) visas are exempled from the Re-entry Permit requirement, they are obliged to
submit a negative COVID-19 PCR test certificate subject to the new measure.

The Ministry has further the honor to request the Missions to inform their nationals
residing in Korea of the above-mentioned measures 1o prevent any inconvenience.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Korea avails itself of this
opportunity to renew to all the Diplomatic Missions and International Organizations

accredited to the Republic of Korea the assurances of its highest consideration,

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variants, The details of this measure are as follows.

(1) All foreign nationals arriving in Korea via flight are required to submit the original copy of
a centificate verifying their negative PCR test results for COVID-19 to the quarantine

authorities at the airport.

- The measure also applies 10 holders of A1 (diplomatic), A2 (official), and A3 (treaties)

visas.

- Infants and children under the age of 6 (as of the entry date) are exempted from

submitting a test result certificate.

- Passengers must show their test result certificate to the airline personnel when boarding

an aircraft. Boarding will be declined in the absence of a test result certificate.

. Passengers transiting in Korea without entry are not required to show their test result
centificate when boarding an aircraft and they are allowed to transit in Korea without the

certificate,

- The test result certificate must be issued within 72 hours before the departure date.



- The test result certificate must be either in Korean or English. If the certificate is issued
in a third language, a translated version into either Korean or English as well as a notarial
certificate for the translation must be provided.

- Those who fail to comply with the above requirements will be denied entry.

(2) All foreign crew members who board a ship after 00:00 hours on 15 January 2021 are
required to submit the original copy of a certificate verifying their negative PCR test results
for COVID-19 to the quarantine authorities al the seaport.

- The details are the same as stated above.

The Ministry has further the honor to request the Missions to inform their nationals
that they must follow the above-mentioned measures lest they be subject to entry ban.

Taking this opportunity, the Ministry also strongly recommends that the Missions see
to it that holders of Al, A2, and A3 visas voluntarily quarantine themselves at home by
refraining from going outside and avoiding contact with other people to the greatest extent

possible during the 14-day period of active monitoring.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Korea avails itself of this
opportunity to renew to all the Diplomatic Missions and International Organizations accredited
to the Republic of Korea the assurances of its highest consideration.
